The proposed project consists of the construction of a North City Water Reclamation Plant Pure Water Facility Warehouse (project). The warehouse would serve as
material storage for the North City Water Reclamation Plant (NCWRP) and North County Pure Water Facility (NCPWF). The project is anticipated to result in an
increase of up to two (2) employees that would work in the warehouse. The project does not propose any offsite improvements that were not initially analyzed as
part of the Phase 1 Pure Water Project. The warehouse will be up to 10,000 square feet (SF) and approximately 28 feet tall. The warehouse will include facilities
such as office space, heating/cooling, accessibility, a restroom, a receiving area, strong shelving, roll-up doors, a cage, a front counter, chemical storage, humidity
control, cameras, access control, and IT (data/phones). The warehouse will be a LEED silver certificate building, will possibly include a battery back-up system or
generator, and a PV system (and to be determined, if a separate electrical meter is warranted or tie into existing site electrical). The project will necessitate the

grading of approximately 2,400 cubic yards of fill.
