Presently Building 38 ia utilized as the executive staff office buikding for Allied
Signal. The three-story office building Is situated on 14 acres and is approximately
155,000 square feat in size. Buiding 38 is a portion of the Allied Signal eampus.
Operations performed In the office buikiing are typical of these associated with affice
buildings. No hazardous waste streamns are generated from daily eperstions.
Accaording to building permita reviewed at the Clity ¢f Torrance, Department of Buikdting
and Safety, the cumrent mprovement was constructed in 1984, Prior to conatructior of
the curent office building, the area was utllized as an asphaltic concrete parking lot.
Historical aerial photographs reviewed indicate that the site was utilized for agricuitursl
purpoges from at least 1928 to approximately 1959 when Garrett Research began
developing the sita.

Based on the site reconnaissance and interviews with Mr. Banny Dehghi
Remediation Manager, Health, Safety & Environmental, Alied Signal, operations
utilizing hazardous materials are performed at the north and northeaslern portions of
the proparty.

No Nationa! Priorities Liat (NPL) sites, Resource Conservation and Recovery Act
Treatment Storage and/or Disposal Facilty (RCRA TSDF) sites, or State Priosity List
(SPL) sites are listed within one (1) mie of the subject site.

One Resource Canservation Recovery Act Treatrment Storage and/or Disposal
Facility (RCRA TEDF) site is locsted approximately one mile southwest of the subject
site. This site is not anticipated to pose an adverse environmental impect to the subject
sits hasad on the separation distance.

One Comprehensive Envirenmental Response Compensation and Liabilty
Information Systam (CERCLIS) site I8 located approximately cne-half miie southwest of
the gubject site. This site ls not anticipated to poes an adverse environmental imgact to
the aubject site based on the separation distance.

No Solid Weste Information Systemn (SWIS) sites wers listed within one-half (1/2) mile
of the subject site,

Six (6) Leaking Undarground Storage Tank (LUST) sites are fisted within one-
half (1/2) mile of the subject site. In addition, the subject site i3 identified as
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axperiencing an unauthorized releass. The release al the Allied Signa! facllity occurred
at the eastem portion of the campus at a distance where no adverse environmental
mmpacts to Building 38 are anticipated. The remaming five (5) unauthorized release
sites are not anticipated to pose an adverse environmental impact due 10 their
separation distance.

Due to the age of the current improvement, the presence of friable asbestos
containing buiding materials, lead based paint, or polychlorinated bl-phenyls (PC8's) in
electrical aquipment is unkkely.

The subject site is located adjacent to the Mobil Oll refinery, which historically
has operated In the area since the early 1930's. No information was reviewed which
would indicate that the subject site has been impacted form the petroleum activities.

Based upon the methodciogies deaceribad In this report, this assessment has
raveated no evidence of recognized environmantal oonditions in connection with the
sile.

PHYSICAL SETTING SOURCES
Tepographic Map Review

The 1964 (photorevised 1831) Torrance, Calffornia 7.5 minute topographic quadrangle
map was obtained from the United States Geologic Survey (USGS) and reviewed for
this ESA (See Appendix B). According 1o the contour lines on the topographic map, the
subject site I8 located approximately 75 feet above Mean Sea Level. The contour lings
indlcate the area of the subject sife Is relatively flat in all directions. The gite appears to
be doveloped with asphaitic concrete parking areas and manufacturing facifities.

$oils Map

According to the USDA Soil Consenvation Service, Report and General Sofl Map
of Los Angeles County, dated 1973, soils in the vicinity of the subject site are of the
Oceano associations. These soils are characterized by exeassively drained, grayish-
brown, slightly ascid and medium acid sand surface layers. Lower layers are light
brownrsh-gray atrongly acid sand, and the substratum is pale-brown, strongly acid sand.
Subsurface permeabiiity Is rapid.

ON-SITE RECONNAISSANCE

On-site visus! reconnaissance of the subject site and mmprovements for
indications of recognized environmental concems was conducted on May 29, 1887, by
Mr. Martin Falk of PS|, Reconnaissance consisted of systematically walking the interior
and around the exterior of the site to provide an ovedapping field of view.
