Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The proposed Project consists of the construction of one industrial warehouse building totaling 262, 970 square feet (s.f.)
on a 13.59-acre site. Of the total building square footage, the Project would allocate 78,891 s.f. for warehousing, 157,782
s.f. for manufacturing, and 26,297 s.f. for office uses. The proposed building would be constructed to a maximum of 44.5
feet in height and designed in a contemporary architectural style to be visually compatible with adjacent buildings and
uses. The building is designed with 45 dock doors on the north-facing side of the building.

Vehicular access will be provided via three driveways on West 190th Street and two driveways on Crenshaw Place. The
northernmost driveway on Crenshaw Place would be restricted for trucks only while the remaining driveways would be
restricted for passenger cars only. The Project also includes surface parking with 571 parking spaces. As proposed, the
Project will require a Conditional Use Permit to allow the construction of the industrial warehouse building; and a
entative Parcel Map No. 83184 to consolidate three existing parcels into one to locate the property entirely on one parc

The proposed project would have the potential to result in significant impacts in Cultural Resources, Geology and Soils,
Noise, and Tribal Resources; however, regulatory compliance and mitigation measures would reduce these potentially
significant impacts to less-than-significant levels. With the implementation of mitigation measures CR-1, CR-2, GEO-1,
N-1, and TR-1 through -6, impacts would be reduced to less than significant.
