	Project Description: The Project Applicant seeks to demolish all existing on-site structures and redevelop the 6.2-acre site as a warehouse distribution facility with approximately 270,337 square feet (s.f.) of building area and 54 south-facing loading dock doors. Of the total building square footage, the Project design allocates 255,337 s.f. for ground floor space and 15,000 s.f. for mezzanine space. The Project would require demolition of the existing buildings and structures, on-site landscaping, and on-site parking. The proposed building would be a one-story, 49-foot-tall speculative warehouse/ distribution facility with office. A new sidewalk would be constructed along East Airport Drive to provide pedestrian access from the public street to the primary building entrances. Bike racks also would be provided. Vehicular access would be provided via two driveways connecting with East Airport Drive. Surface parking areas for passenger vehicles and trucks, ornamental landscaping, lighting, walls, fencing, gates, and wet and dry utility infrastructure improvements and connections would be installed in compliance with the City's Municipal Code.
