The Carmichael Recreation and Park District (CRPD or District) prepared an update to the District Master Plan in 2021. The Master Plan Update identifies recommendations for
park maintenance and improvements for 12 parks within the District. The framework for operation and specific improvements are listed for each park site including currently
developed, undeveloped, and partially developed parks. Improvements to existing developed park facilities will include replacing aging amenities such as picnic areas, parking
lots, sport fields, and park associated structures. Park sites or portions of park sites currently not developed will be enhanced with park facilities to serve nearby urban areas and
residential communities. Specific design programs for each park site aim to provide high quality, well-managed and well-maintained park and recreation facilities. Public input was
utilized in determining overall community needs and development priorities for the specified park sites. The Community Needs Assessment outlined in the proposed Master Plan
Update identifies key public involvement findings, existing park and recreation resources owned by both the CRPD and other public providers, current level of service provided by
the parks and recreation facilities and assesses the overall need for park and recreation facilities in the Carmichael Recreation Park District planning area.
