The proposed project includes a minor subdivision of the five-acre property into two 2.5-acre lots and the construction of
a single-family residence. The property contains one existing single-family residence, which will remain on one lot and a
new residence will be constructed on the second lot. The preliminary grading plan indicates the earthwork quantities
required for development of the proposed project as follows: total cut is 500 cubic yards, total fill is 580 cubic yards, and
shrinkage is 80 cubic yards, resulting in a net export of zero cubic yards.
